Guidelines for Submission of Abstracts

There will be an opportunity to present your project as a 20-minute presentation or a poster. As there are a limited number of slots for presentations, there will be a selection process and some projects that have chosen to give a presentation may be asked to present a poster.

A copy of all abstracts from oral and poster presentations will be provided as part of the conference proceedings. All submissions must therefore follow the format guidelines given below.

Contributors should submit an abstract of no more than two pages, to include all text and images/diagrams, by the 12 July 2002.  Contributions should be prepared using the template provided.  The submitter must complete the first section of the template, marked compulsory, using up to half a page of the two-page abstract.

Format

The following guidelines must be strictly followed.  Any submissions that do not conform to the required format will not be considered.  Contribution should be:

· Typed in black ink in 'Times New Roman', title in 12 pitch, normal text in 11 point, two columns layout 10mm gutter, authors names and references etc., in 9 point, with single line spacing throughout. 


· The length of contribution should be not more than two pages of A4 text and should strictly follow the template in line with the guidelines. 


· All diagrams and tables should be positioned in their proper place in relation to the text, ensuring that the total contribution does not exceed 2 pages.

Guidelines for Layout

Each page set-up should follow the measurements listed:

	Top margin
	26 mm

	Bottom margin
	20 mm

	Left hand margin
	20 mm

	Right hand margin
	18 mm


· The title should start at the left hand margin, typed in block capitals (except where appropriate, e.g. chemical formulae) and should not include inverted commas (except where they are to appear in the title). 

· Names of authors should be typed in using leading caps and lower case e.g. Professor B Bloggs starting at the left hand margin. Organisational affiliations and addresses should be typed on the following line.  

· Text should be set to a two-column layout with justified copy with a centre gutter width of 10mm. 


· Paragraph headings should be set out on separate lines and in bold text. All headings should commence at the left margin. 


· Photographs should not be included as these reproduce poorly. Half-tone illustrations, diagrams, tables are acceptable. 


· Proprietary articles should not be mentioned by name when comparing the products of manufacturers you should refer to them as "Product A" and "Product B" etc. 

Template

The template should be used and is available in Word2000, and RTF.

Please note that submissions should be camera ready. i.e. you must follow the template and above guidelines.
